Cocaine Movement Vectors
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Events were further broken down into two modes – non-commercial air and marine movements.
Technically, the marine category covers both commercial and non-commercial marine events.  By
definition12, only those commercial (i.e., port-to-port) marine movements that are actionable at sea are
considered by the CCDB for performance evaluation purposes.  Since this definition inherently excludes
certain forms of commercial marine movements (such as cargo containers), we felt that making a
distinction between commercial and non-commercial marine events would be somewhat misleading and
under-represent commercial marine smuggling events.  To the extent we are modeling the effect that
marine interdiction operations have on marine smuggling activity in the transit zone, the general criteria
of ‘actionable at sea’ is adequate for our purposes.
