e Aftercare Case Management Services: this component involves professional
Corrections Case Managers working with individuals who complete the in-jail
secure substance abuse treatment program (TC)

Consequences of Use

» During 2003, there were 184 cocaine-related deaths reported by medical examiners in
Jacksonville.*® During 2002, there were 148 cocaine-related deaths in Jacksonville.*®
There were 108 cocaine-related deaths in Jacksonville during 2001.%
