Drugs 

 Cocaine 
Prices for cocaine have remained stable in Wyoming, although demand has declined. 
A kilogram, when available, costs between $21,000 and $23,000. An ounce of powder 
cocaine sells for $1,000-$1,200 and one-eighth of an ounce sells for $200-$275.26 
Crack cocaine can be found in the state, but not in significant quantities.27 A gram of 
crack cocaine sells for $50-$100 and a rock sells for $25-$40.28 

 Heroin 
Heroin is not considered a popular illicit drug of abuse in Wyoming and doesn’t 
present a significant problem for law enforcement.29 Mexican black tar is almost 
exclusively available in the state.30  

 Methamphetamine 
Methamphetamine remains the largest drug threat throughout Wyoming.31 Mexican 
produced methamphetamine predominates in Wyoming, although methamphetamine 
produced in California and locally produced methamphetamine is also available. 
During the second quarter of FY 2001, methamphetamine sold for $7,500-
$10,000/pound; $1,000-$1,200/ounce; and $80-$100/gram.32 

 Marijuana 
Marijuana, which is considered the second greatest drug threat in the state, is the most 
widely available and abused illicit drug in Wyoming. Mexican produced marijuana is 
the most common type available although marijuana cultivated in the U.S. by Mexican 
criminal groups as well as locally produced marijuana are also available. Prices for 
marijuana have remained stable. An ounce of marijuana sells for $125-$150 and a 
pound sells for $1,200. Mexican sinsemilla is not common in Wyoming. Locally 
produced sinsemilla can be purchased for $250/ounce and around $3,500/pound. The 
average potency level for marijuana seized in Wyoming during 2000 was 7.3%.33  

 Club Drugs 
Club drug use has escalated throughout the state.34 

 Diverted Pharmaceuticals 
The diversion of prescription controlled substances is a growing problem in Wyoming. 
The most commonly abused licit drugs are depressants and semi-narcotic painkillers 
such as Vicodin (hydrocodone), Dilaudid (hydromorphone), Percocet, and Percodan 
(oxycodones). Heroin users prefer Dilaudid as a substitute for heroin.35 

 According to 2000-2001 data from the National Household Survey on Drug Abuse, 
1.24% of Wyoming citizens reported past year dependence on illicit drugs.36

Enforcement 

 As of October 31, 2002, there were 1,989 full-time law enforcement employees in 
Wyoming (1,239 officers and 750 civilians).41 

 
Trafficking and Seizures 

 Mexican criminal organizations control most of the cocaine distribution in 
Wyoming.42 

 Some Mexican criminal groups convert powder cocaine to crack for retail distribution 
while individual users convert powder cocaine to crack for personal use.43 

 Marijuana is easily grown in the remote areas of Wyoming. Growers have abandoned 
the larger outdoor cultivation sites for smaller indoor grows that are easier to conceal 
from law enforcement.44 

 Mexican criminals dominate wholesale and retail marijuana distribution in 
Wyoming.45 

 Caucasian independent dealers distribute locally produced marijuana.46 
 Most Wyoming methamphetamine labs are small, hydriodic acid/red phosphorus 

method operations capable of producing multi-ounce to pound quantities. The Birch 
reduction (Nazi) method is also being used in Wyoming. This method can produce 
small quantities of methamphetamine with purity levels of 90% in an hour.47 

 Methamphetamine in Wyoming comes from California, the Southwest U.S., and 
Mexico.48 

 Mexican illegal aliens are heavily involved in the transportation and local trafficking 
of methamphetamine in Wyoming.49 

 During 2002, 32 marijuana plants were eradicated in Wyoming under the DEA’s 
Domestic Cannabis Eradication/Suppression Program.50
